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Security Awareness Assessment Program

The Security Awareness
Assessment Program consti-
tutes the third phase of the
Awareness Campaign, which
will be launched in the first
quarter of 2009. The main
goal of this service will be to
help eligible constituents in
the assessment of the
security awareness level
within their environment.

The Security Awareness
Assessment Methodology
(SAAM) is the formal process
that will be used to measure
a constituent’s information
security awareness level.
The objectives of the
assessment

are toidentify, determine and
prioritize the likelihood thata
potential vulnerability may
existin a constituent environ-
ment and the business
impactif it was exploited. The
main goal is to promote and
enhance information security
awareness level in a working
environment.

All aeCERT constituents
within Tier-1 are eligible for
this assessment. Once an
organization of Tier-1 signs
up with aeCERT as an official
constituent, it can request
this service through the
e-mail aecert@aecert.ae

The assessment would
usually take a minimum
period of 5 working days
and varies depending on
many factors, for instance;
the number of users in an
organization to be assessed,
and the number of areas
covered by the assessment.

Arecentinternational survey
revealed more than 25% of
children are not supervised
when using the Internet and
that more than 30% had not
received advice from their
parents on the proper use of
the Internet. Within the UAE,
these percentages are
significantly higher and
highlight an urgent need for
parental supervision of children’s
usage of the Internet.

Adultsupervision and providing
basic security guidance and

information are vital in
ensuring your child has a
safe Internet experience in
keeping with your cultural,
religious, and moral values.

e Know your children’s
online habitsand monitor
their Instant Messaging,
music downloads, and
online games.

e Teach your children not
to reveal personal
information online.

e Place the computerin an
area where you can easily
monitor its use.
